Proposed changes to the academy day

I am writing to inform you of a proposed slight change to the structure of the day at Hazel Leys
Academy.

As a result of the national proposal for all schools to be open for 32.5 hours a week, which was
announced by the Secretary of State for Education; the Academy has been considering the start

and end of day timings for pupils from September 2024.

Although the amount of learning time at Hazel Leys Academy is in line with the national
expectations for primary aged pupils, the length of our current school day means our school
week is slightly shorter than the proposed 32.5 hours.

We have, therefore, come to the conclusion that the easiest way to meet the government

expectations for the length of the school week, causing the least inconvenience and disruption

to pupils and parents, would be to slightly extend the start of the school day for our children.
